Migration, Memory and the Violence of a Century to raise theoretical questions about multidimensionality in
diasporic histories, memory and experience in shaping transnational identities, ethnic and religious conflict, and the
relationship of these experiential phenomena to larger nation building projects, including the making and meanings
of nationalist narratives. Waterston will also explore intimate ethnography as method that can open up new
possibilities for facilitating important dialogue and for illuminating connections between violence, embodied
subjectivity and self-historical identity, social memory, power and history.

Alisse Waterston is Presidential Scholar and Professor of Anthropology, City University of New York, John Jay
College of Criminal Justice, and President of the American Anthropological Association. She is author of numerous
books and articles on poverty, structural violence, displacement and dispossession, and writing anthropology.
Professor Waterston is founding editor of Open Anthropology, and has been an International Scholar of the Open
Society Institute affiliated with Tbilisi State University (2012-2015). Her forthcoming book, Gender in Georgia:
Feminist Perspectives on Culture, Nation and History in the South Caucasus will be published by Berghahn Books
in October (2017).
