Piotr Goldstein is a social scientist whose research is focused on questions of activism and civil society, post-
conflict societies, the everyday, inter-ethnic dynamics, identity and gender. His PhD thesis was a study of broadly
understood civil society in Mostar (Bosnia and Herzegovina) and Novi Sad (Serbia). Most recently he held British
Academy Postdoctoral Fellowship at the University of Manchester, during which he researched donor-independent
civil society and various forms of ‘everyday activism’ in Novi Sad, ?ód?, Debrecen (Hungary), Manchester (UK)
and Cádiz (Spain). Before that, he lectured at the University of Manchester, held a Postdoctoral Fellowship at the
University of Novi Sad and worked as a consultant in teaching methods for a university in Mexico. He is married to
Izabella Goldstein and is a happy father of Perla and Miron. Currently he is based at the University of Manchester
where he is working on completing a series of films about ‘invisible activism’ of migrants and ethnic minorities.
